This research paper assignment is required for this class. Due dates are provided, and your work must be here on each date.  There will be NO LATE PAPERS ACCEPTED!  You must also have your parents acknowledge their awareness and understanding of all due dates!

Particulars:

1. Choose a current events topic, which is of interest to you.  Your interest heightens my interest.  
2. Your paper will be a minimum of five to seven typed, double-spaced pages.  If your paper is five pages in length, the fifth page must be a FULL page.  Do not use creative spacing or large font or print.  
3. Your font must be Times New Roman. The font size is 12.  The font and font size are appropriate for most business settings as well as for a college classroom.  
4. Your margins are set at 1 inch on the sides and 1 ½ inches top and bottom.  
5. 10 vocabulary words are used and spelled correctly within the paper.

6. You must have a minimum of 6-8 LEGITIMATE sources, which are dates no earlier than 2012.  
7. Of course, you must carefully follow the MLA (Modern Language Association) format of in-text documentation, and your paper must have a Works Cited page.  

8. The paper will be due on February 25. NO EXCEPTIONS!  
Here are the due dates:

Topic due AND research question (NO topic changes after this date)…January 22
First Works Cited Page………………………..January 28 (100 pts)
Formal Outline………………………………...February 5 (100 pts)
Complete Rough Draft………………………..February 19 (100 pts)
Final Paper, including revised works cited….February 25 (300 pts)

A FEW HINTS TO START YOU CORRECTLY:

1. Encyclopedias are fine for younger students, but you are beyond that age.  Therefore, the only references you may use are periodicals, journals, and newspapers from 2012-2016.  No BOOKS can be used as their information is less current than periodicals, etc.  Interviews are also acceptable, but you may not interview family members or friends.  Find other people to interview who can provide valuable information.  You may have no more than two interviews.

2.  Your paper, of course, must be typed.  Although we will proofread in class, also have someone else proofread your final copy for any errors.  Careless spelling errors/typos will hurt your grade.

3. Provide enough support for your topic.  Without support, your arguments are invalid.

4. A research paper should have some controversy surrounding it.  Do not regurgitate or report information.  Discuss the topic intelligently and articulately.

5. No personal pronouns, no slang, thing stuff, a lot, get, got, contractions allowed.

6. You may not change your topic after  January 22. If you do so, you forfeit your right to have this paper graded.

7. See me for questions in AE or ask during class.

8. A rubric will be provided. If you do not turn in your rubric, I will not grade your paper.
